A bright and active seven-year-old, Carys was excited to be going to Fiji with her family when she fell ill. A hospital visit and blood tests confirmed the heartbreaking diagnosis: Carys had leukemia. 
[image: ]Her white blood cell count was one of the highest doctors had ever seen, and she was immediately started on chemotherapy. Carys responded well, and life for her and her family slowly began returning to normal.
But two years later, a routine check-up revealed the news that would turn their world upside again... Carys had relapsed. 
“Getting that news of the relapse is probably the worst thing that’s ever happened to me in my entire life. It was so devastating.” –  Laura, Carys’ mum. 
Carys was enrolled in the Zero Childhood Cancer Program (ZERO), and further testing revealed that she had a rare subtype of leukaemia known as Philadelphia chromosome-like acute lymphoblastic leukaemia (Ph-like ALL).
“The ZERO results really changed the picture for us” says Laura, and with this new diagnosis and insights gained from ZERO, Carys received eight months of targeted treatment tailored to her cancer and was finally discharged.
Since finishing treatment, Carys has enjoyed getting back to her old life. She started Year 6 this year, has been busy making friends, and now has so much to look forward to.
‘We want people to know that this program really does have real-world impacts’ says Laura. ‘Treatment options and outcomes for so many children are radically different because of it.’

Over the next 26 months, Theodore endured intensive chemotherapy and high-dose steroid treatments, causing many side effects including losing the ability to walk, and turning him into 'a shell of his former self', Ebony remembers. 
Fast-forward to today, and Theodore is doing so much better. He’s attending Kindergarten two and a half days a week and beginning to make new friends, but he still gets exhausted.
It's only through research that we can develop safer, and more targeted treatments and one day, find a cure for childhood cancers.
